	SUMMARY*:

This project aims to examine the impact of the varying urban road-traffic conditions on the environment as well as the socio-economic environment and improve it through advanced technological means. It will therefore require a multidisciplinary collaboration of people from the field of science and engineering, economics as well as the people that will be using this system. The problem that ARTMIS is dealing with is the traffic congestion, the excessive car emissions, noise levels and the overall average fuel consumption. Cars have become a major source of pollution in most of the developed countries of the world. Heavy traffic is mostly observed in large cities during peak hours. During this time, cars start and stop in small intervals, wasting a significant amount of energy when accelerating and decelerating. Also during quiet hours, traffic lights can also produce the same effect when they force the cars to stop whilst there is no traffic coming on the other end.  In order to reduce traffic congestion and improve journey time reliability (and as a result reduce car emissions, noise levels and fuel consumption), a real-time traffic monitoring and management system called ARTMIS is proposed. This system will have the ability to collect information about road traffic, process it and use it to efficiently control the traffic lights. Furthermore, it will dispense relevant information to road users, police, hospitals etc. Additional localised information about shops, weather etc. can also be provided to the people that happen to be in the service area through a short range wireless network that the traffic lights will be equipped with. The system proposed will be managed at two levels. Ground and Aerial Level using aerial platforms such Unmanned Aerial Vehicles, Airships or Airplanes). Scenarios will vary according to flight zone regulations.
