The Cardiff School of Sport has a vibrant research community with work being undertaken in a variety of disciplines and topic areas. Behavioural research into nutrition and physical activity and understanding the drivers for participation in physical activity is an area of research of interest to researchers within the School. Specifically, the Exercise and Health Research Group is an interdisciplinary group, primarily interested in the role of exercise in the treatment and prevention of disease. 

The group has published widely with over 30 publications in the last 5 years in refereed journals, books and book chapters.

Current projects are investigating the role of exercise in the treatment of Type 2 diabetes patients, obesity prevention programmes for young people, risk factors of coronary heart disease in young people and the investigation of barriers to exercise in children from black and ethnic minority groups.

Specific projects being include an investigation into the diet, activity and psychological support (DAPS) project – a pilot study of a multidisciplinary approach to weight management with teenagers, completed recently and, also, an ongoing research project into the prevalence and prevention of obesity and other risk factors for CVD among young people with a focus on high risk ethnic minority groups, both part funded by the Medical Research Council.


The Carmarthenshire Project –Young People project is ongoing and is externally funded by the School of Medicine, Swansea University.


Another recently started project involves a study of the influence of activity knowledge circuits (AKC) on selected cardiovascular risk factors in 12-13 yr old children. This project has been funded by the Sports Council for Wales in July 2008. 

Recent research into Type 2 Diabetes includes a study into supervised exercise and its impact on health status, with specific reference to Type 2 Diabetes.
