	SUMMARY*:

SAMSON project aims at developing and validating a standard measurement of main soil functional biodiversity components.

The standard measurement is completely necessary to compare soil state along European regions.

In order to achieve these goals we propose components for a standard methodology for reliably assessing soil biodiversity at forest and agricultural monitoring sites.

The protocol includes: 


- a dynamic determination of minimal and optimal sample size, based on diversity accumulation curves; 

- a low-disturbance soil inject corer capable of drawing a faunistic soil profile; and

- a new multi-sample, high-gradient, automated extractor that can guarantee both reproducibility of extraction conditions and simultaneous assessment of chemical and biological parameters on the same sample, and 


- an expert system based on image analysis for OTUs (operational taxonomic units) automatic identification that will be used to mesofauna identification.


- a simplified, molecular system (barcode) that will permit diversity and abundance estimation of nematodes and bacterial in soils using a standardized methodology applicable in all situations.

- a training programme for novel taxonomists.

The developed system will be used in biodiversity research works and it will be useful in edafic mesofauna groups sampling and extraction methodologies.
