	SUMMARY*:

BACKGROUND: PGD for aneuploidy significantly improved ART and pregnancy outcome. PGD for aneuploidy may be offered to most patients who wish to improve their ART and pregnancy outcome especially those cases at high risk.
OBJECTIVE: To determine the effect of Preimplantation Genetic Diagnosis (PGD) for aneuploidy on ART and pregnancy outcome in high risk patients. 
DESIGN: Case-control, prospective two years study. 
PATIENTS AND METHODS: 100 clinical pregnancies will be obtained by IVF treatment with PGD for aneuploidy from high risk patients (patients with previous aneuploidy fetuses or babies, patients over 35 years of age, and translocation carrier patients). For aneuploidy testing, both 1st and 2nd polar bodies will be simultaneously removed following fertilization assessment on day 1. Embryo biopsy will be performed on day 3, and a single blastomere will be removed. Three to nine chromosomes (13, 15, 16, 17, 18, 21, 22, X, and Y) will be tested for PGD. ET will be routinely performed on day 5, and only 1-2 blastocysts will be transferred. The clinical outcome of these pregnancies will be compared to the outcome of 100 non-PGD pregnancies of patients with similar risks, whether achieved with ART treatment or spontaneously conceived. Miscarriage rate, implantation rates (IR) for the ART cycles, and take home baby rate will be calculated. The Programs for Epidemiologist (PEPI) will be used for statistical analysis and to calculate odds ratio at 95% confidence interval (OR; 95% CI). All the cases will perform Rapid prenatal FISH screening for aneuploidy followed by complete karyotyping from the amniotic fluid.
