	SUMMARY*:

The overall objective of FoFCORK project is to achieve the “Eco-factory of the future” in cork manufacturing (with cross-sectoral aspect). 

For this, the consortium will integrate an environmental protection strategy in the global manufacturing process, increasing the overall efficiency of production systems by making more efficient the use of resources and energy, and waste treatment, reuse and recycling processes. 

Therefore, the specific objectives will be the following: 

• Preventing environmental pollution, by means of the improvement of green performance of current manufacturing by reducing effluent pollution and residues/waste generation (40%). 

• Reducing global resources consumption, in particular energy usage, by developing and evaluating alternative manufacturing technologies (40%). 

• Development of new manufacturing technologies to obtain compounds of interest with expected commercial value after their recovery from wastes and further purification. 

• Integration of monitoring tools and smart components that collect and process information about the product’s whole ecological footprint, and reconfigure the production parameters. 

Therefore, the research in the project aims to make the production process more eco-friendly while maintaining productivity and competitiveness. To achieve this, a number of new developments will be pursued, such as techniques to monitor the environmental impact of changes to different processing methods, along with decision-making mechanisms which take the environment into account. 

A key element here is to develop new solutions to reduce global resource consumption, thereby decreasing energy demand. 

This will contribute to make cork manufacturing processes more cost-effective, while enhancing their environmental performance. The monitored process will be a part important to confirm the reduction until 40% by data collection. It will improve the efficiency, adaptability and sustainability of the production systems.
