	SUMMARY:

The aim of the proposal consists in developing a new standardized product whose properties as bio-energy carrier (high density, heating value, optimal thermal characteristics etc.) contributes to promote the use of the renewable energies, in particular, the agroforest biomass. In this sense, an enhanced torrefaction technology is proposed as an alternative process for the pre-treatment of biomass of different sources and features (wood, agroforest residues, etc.)
Torrefaction process permits to improve the properties of homogeneity, stability, thermal efficiency and hidrophobicity of a wide range of biomass. An novel integrated torrefaction-compacting-energy recovery process enables this technology for its commercial application in the near term, prior developing and experimental testing in a pilot/demonstrative scale.
A wide range on biomass and mixtures from different sources can be included with a high potential interest from an economic, technological and environmental point of view. The final goal aims to produce a homogeneous-compacted solid fuel made from diversified biomass (wood, agroforest residues, etc,), whose properties as sustainable bio-energy carrier can be competitive in the energy sector. Final pellet/briquette formulation and manufacturing system will developed according to the EN standards of solid fuels and ISO standards of energy carriers. Performance in boilers, stoves and thermal heaters will be tested to ensure efficiency and reliability of the energy carrier.
