From landfill to flooring. Development of waste based ceramic materials for outdoor applications (LANDFLOOR)



	SUMMARY*:

Objetive: 

The project’s main objective is to reuse ceramic wastes that actually are lanfilling and other energy-intensive processes wastes (power plants, glass manufacturing, manufacturing of frits, etc.) as raw materials for ceramic tiles. The project will focus on formulations for outdoor use, particularly for the paving of urban areas (clay pavers and ceramic tiles) that is a new market niche for the ceramic manufacturers. The key research challenges will be: selecting the suitable types of residues, developing high-content-waste bodies and glazes that provide the required properties (aesthetics, surface properties, cleanability, wear resistance, etc) and design a more sustainable manufacturing process, including the waste pre-treatment.

Expected results, Lead users and exploitation and dissemination plan

· Elimination of fired scrap disposal. The design of the compositions is oriented to use the maximum amount of this type of waste (currently destined for landfill), it is expected to have a procedure to totally avoid this release.

· Development of ceramic materials for outdoor applications. Ceramic tiles that are starting to be used in this application (porcelain stoneware) are based on high purity raw materials (ball clays, alkaline and quartz feldpars) and thus rare in Europe. The compositions to be developed will be based on fired scraps, to which other residues will be added (green scraps, glaze mud, recycled glass, fly ashes, ..) to improve the final properties and processing.

· Development of a sustainable manufacturing process. It will develop a new process to prepare the body composition based on dry milling and granulation, which significantly reduces energy consumption and water supply (estimated values ​​are 60% ​​savings in thermal energy and **% in water consumption). Special attention to the milling of the fired scrap will be paid, which due to its high hardness and abrasion is a critical stage.

The implementation of the project results will contribute to environmental protection and sustainable development by minimizing the raw materials and water input, and the waste generated in the manufacturing process itself (to be used as feedstock), the valorisation of other industrial wastes and the reduction of natural resources consumption (residues replacing raw materials). The lead users will be the ceramic materials and machinery manufacturers. The results will be disseminated to the European ceramic sector though papers and conferences organised by the Nationals and European Ceramic Society.
