	SUMMARY*:

Most government and commercial organizations work with a large number of internal and external documents. The use of relational databases and specialized software requires a lot of work to handle free-form documents. Modern information management systems overcome relational database problems by means of XML documents that could be directly stored to native XML databases (e.g., eXist http://www.exist-db.org). Despite the growing interest of industry to XML based solutions (e.g., http://www.cmswatch.com/Trends/1602-XML-Venture-Mark-Logic) there are no really intelligent tools for organization and processing of XML information. At the same time, we observe new research achievements in XML Mining, in particular in the areas of classification, clustering, association, as well as some progress in the new areas of converting, mapping, and matching of XML documents (http://xmlmining.lip6.fr/, http://sky.fit.qut.edu.au/~nayak/KDXD06/overview.html).


The project's goal is to develop an industrial-level XML-centric platform for government and commercial organizations that will foster new standards for intelligent management of information. Advanced methods of computational intelligence, including semi-structured data representation as binary vectors, analogical reasoning, classification, clustering, information retrieval will be adapted to intelligent XML processing. Those methods will provide a basis for an advanced technology that will learn intrinsic structure schema from XML documents with flat or primitively structured data (e.g., HTML/XHTML, OASIS Open Document, Open XML) and map XML documents to improve interoperability, organization and search efficiency, as well as provide advanced data mining tools for XML databases.
